Bio
Acknowledged as one of Western Australia’s most promising young artists, David Spencer 
has held successful solo and group exhibitions across Australia for the past ten years, and 
has been featured in a range of state and national arts publications including Australian Art 
Review and Australian Art Collector. Spencer’s vibrant and dramatic art is an observation 
of the modern industrial world. His paintings are emotionally charged with bright colour 
and are enlightened by pattern and reoccurring symbols. With these elements combined, 
we discover a composition that both dignify his imagination and the subject he chooses 
to explore.

Artist Statement
This is my 6th solo exhibition and I’ve never felt more inspired. It’s a combination of my 
age and that my life seems to be at ease as ideas flow from my hands to the canvas. 
REDUX is a exhibition showing not only new paintings, but old paintings I’ve rescued from 
my garage and re-invented. Revitalised. A co-evolution that has excited a new approach 
and confidence with my work. Which I think leaves an impression that my art and myself, 
like all things, needs a fresh coat of paint from time to time.

Bio
Rhonda Goodall-Kirk is a self-taught figurative artist who has been actively exhibiting for 15 
years. She is a thematic painter who finds the telling of a story through pictures to be very 
important within her work. Rhonda paints humanity at its most vulnerable, attempting to 
capture on each canvas one pure moment of emotion. She has had twelve solo shows, 
thirty-four group shows and has painted well over eight hundred large works. “My love 
affair is with oils and canvas, the way the oil paints move across the canvas and the smell 
that fills the room. The passion I have for painting is insatiable; it oozes from my flesh”.

Artist Statement 
William Blake questioned the convention of his time, he was opposed to tyranny and 
oppression and delved into the notion of Good and Evil and Heaven and Hell, reversing 
traditional thought on these subjects. His work is extensive and philosophical. I set off on 
a journey when I secured a copy of “The Complete Works of William Blake.” The read 
was joyous for me, I felt like I was home and was amazed how relevant his words were 
for society today. My head filled with image upon image, hence the birth of three series 
based loosely around his words. The second of these series is titled, “Is that trembling cry 
a song?.” For imagery in this series I drew on some of the many animals that appear in his 
poetry. The paintings hanging here are from this series.

Bio
Deb is on the forefront of Australian street art with her murals spread across the globe. 
Currently based between Melbourne and Sydney she is an extremely pro-active artist 
with constant projects on the go. She was recently nominated for Cosmopolitan’s ‘Fun 
Fearless Female’ award and is involved in ‘Project 5 Live Art’ at Cockle Bay, Sydney. Deb 
has also exhibited throughout Australia and internationally in solo and group shows as 
well as engaged in public art programs and workshops. She has completed a Diploma 
in graphic design and a certificate in book illustration and is currently learning the art of 
airbrushing and tattooing.

Artist’s Statement 
This exhibition follows a few different points of my interests. Overall it is the exploration of 
dreams, being humorous, good or bad, as well as the fascination of humans and different
creatures living in a parallel universe. In some of the works there is also a very strong 
reference to sad emotions felt toward the killing and commercialization of endangered
species. Without the audience knowing the entire motivation behind each piece of work, 
the viewer is then left to interpret the art with an open opinion, which creates a trail of 
mystery.
